     You, as the parent, are 
a very important partner 
in your child’s education.  
Our goal is to avoid the 
conference from being a 
“sit and get” where you are 
given a lot of information 
about your child.  We strive 
to make the conferences 
an exchange of informa-
tion, ideas and input from 
both the parent and class-
room teacher.   Here are a 
few tips that may assist you 
as you are planning for this 
opportunity to meet with 
your child’s teacher: 
     1.  Arrive promptly or a 
couple minutes early.  The 
conferences are tightly 
scheduled and we want to 
give you the maximum 
amount of time allotted to 
discuss your child’s progress.  

Additionally, we’ve worked 
hard to coordinate confer-
ence times within the 
building and at Spring Hill  
Intermediate School.  A 
conference that begins late 
could very well throw off 
your schedule or that of 
another for the evening. 
     2.  Ask your child if there 
are topics he/she would like 
you to discuss with the 
teacher. 
     3.  Jot down ahead of 
time things you want to 
talk about at the confer-
ence.   
     4.  Many teachers will 
send home information 
specific to your child.  Feel 
free, however, to take 
notes when needed. 
     5.  Ask the teacher what 
you can do at home to 
compliment what is hap-
pening in the classroom. 
     6.  Do not stay beyond 
your allotted time.  If more 
time is necessary, ask for a 
follow-up meeting when 
school resumes.   
     7.  Be open-minded to 
the suggestions from the 
teacher.   
     8.  Keep you emotions in 
check. The best conferences 
are those in which both 
teachers and parents stay 
calm and try hard to work 
together for one purpose 
and one purpose only: to 

help your child do well.  
     9.  The field of educa-
tion is full of acronyms and 
terms specific to the field.  If 
the teacher is using a term 
you don’t understand or 
you’d like something  
explained differently, don’t 
hesitate to ask.  We want 
you to leave with a good 
understanding of your 
child’s progress.   
     10.  Our P.E., Music,  
Title 1, Jump Start Math 
and Special Education 
teachers love conferencing 
with you!  Feel free to 
schedule times to meet 
with any of these service 
providers/teachers.   
     11.  And finally, many 
classrooms have students 
participate in the confer-
ence. This is an excellent 
way for students to take 
ownership in their learning.   
If you have something to 
discuss of a sensitive nature, 
please let the teacher know 
and your child can move to 
the pod area at that time.   
     Again, we are looking 
forward to seeing you in 
February for Parent-
Teacher Conferences.  See 
you February 10th and 11th!

Counselor’s Corner—Mrs. Karr (cont.) 

      As the cold days of winter cause everyone to 

spend more time inside, families can experience an 

increase in disagreements between siblings.  While 

the subjects of these arguments can be endless, 

many of the causes can be attributed to boredom 

and/or attention-seeking behavior.  It is important 

for families to recognize small arguments help chil-

dren practice problem-solving skills.  Children who 

are encouraged to find their own solution to a dis-

agreement learn to have confidence in their ability to 

solve problems.  This new-found confidence builds 

healthy self-esteem and promotes independence.  

The message parents convey when they quickly inter-

vene in an argument is, “You are unable to solve this 

disagreement without my help”.   This forces parents 

to become the referee in their children’s conflicts.  

Granted, I am not stating parents should turn a blind 

eye or ear to all conflicts that may occur… just don’t 

be to quick to miss a wonderful learning opportunity.  

      Here are seven easy ways to help keep the peace 

until spring arrives.  These tips can be found on the 

PBS parent’s website.  http://www.pbs.org/parents/ 

 

      1. Give Them Something To Do. Bothering your 

sister/brother is something to do when you have run 
out of all other ideas. Sometimes a project can bring 

them back together, other times doing the same  

project in separate areas gives children their own 

space.  

      2. Stop And Spend Time Together. The last 

thing parents want to do is spend time with fighting 

children, but it is often the very distraction they 

need.  Reading a book to them in bed, watching a 

movie together, playing a game of tag helps them 

forget they can't stand each other for a bit. 

      3. Do An Intervention Dance.  Sometimes, doing 

very little or nothing at all is the answer. Adele     

Faber and Elaine Mazlish wrote the best book on  

sibling relationships called Siblings Without Rivalry. 
They talk about a strategy of how to help kids     

navigate their own conflicts by "stepping in so you 

can step out". Helping kids identify their feelings in 

the moment (stepping in) and then allowing kids to 

work out (stepping out) how they are going to deal 

with them.  

It helps to have the kids face each other at eye 

level, allow each other to say what is bothering them 

and then ask each child if they have any ideas for  

solutions. After a few times, kids can actually do this 

themselves.  

      4. Get Some Play Date Parties Going. Everyone 

needs a little time away once in awhile. Now is the 

time to call your best friend and ask to trade various 

kids for the day. Absence makes the heart grow 

fonder! 

      5. Forget Fair. "It's not fair!" Have you heard 

this? Concentrate on needs. Things are not always 

fair and never will be, but families can do their best 

to meet each others needs. When children state, 

"mine isn't as big, she got more, etc..", the need 

question helps. "Is there something you are worried 

about or need?"  

      6. Put Everyone In Time Out. Start with your-

self. When things are bad and you are spent from 

screeching and yelling, hide for awhile.  A little time 

alone can help parents re-group.  Being calm and in 

control before mediating an argument helps not only 

you, but also your children. 

      7. Start An Acts of Kindness List.  Concentrat-

ing on the positive behaviors with in your home not 

only provides a positive outlook, but also encourages 

everyone in the family to recognize each other’s 

strengths.
